Dr. Kotilaine holds A.M./Ph.D. from Harvard University in Economic History. He obtained M.Phil., Ph.D. cand. From University of Cambridge in
Economics, B.A./M.A. from University of Oxford in Politics, Philosophy, and Economics (First Class Honours).

During his work at BEDB, Dr. Kotilaine has:
= developed a modelling framework for the Bahraini economy,
= led the drafting of the National Development Strategy and the 2015-18 government program,
= managed a number of in-depth sector studies and strategies, including financial services, ICT, and transportation, and
= led a priority sector and target market selection project for the EDB’s investment promotion strategy.
Moreover, he is a member of a Steering Committee of a National Fiscal Strategy project.

Further, Dr. Kotilaine is working with Tamkeen as the “Advisor to the Chief Executive and Chairman” during 2016-2018, responsible for a strategic
refocusing of an 11-year old government funding vehicle set up for driving private sector and human capital development. Devised analytics, models,
and a strategic framework for helping the economy adjust to the new realities created by lower oil prices and fiscal consolidation. Developed a
National Productivity Agenda to help enhance the role of productivity as a growth driver. Ongoing advice on a variety of other issues.

In 2018, he becomes the “Chief Planning and Monitoring Officer”, responsible for supervising the Funds Planning & Business Development and
Monitoring & Compliance Departments with a total headcount of 50. Member of the Fund’s executive management team. Oversees the development
of the corporate strategy, operational plans, market intelligence, impact assessment, and monitoring-related functions.
